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Intent
At Muskham Primary School, we believe that the curriculum should: 

· deliver a depth and breadth of learning 
· excite and engage children 

Our curriculum aims for children to progress through a balance of knowledge and skills across a combination of discreet teaching and cross curricular links. It will be made accessible to all children in a fully inclusive manner. 

Art enables children to develop their creative imagination, enabling them to communicate what they see, feel and think through a range of tools, media and materials. During their time at Muskham Primary School, children are given regular opportunities to experiment, invent and create their own works of art, craft and design. Children’s interests are captured through theme/topic based learning, ensuring that links are made in a contextual, cross curricular way, giving children meaning for their learning. 

Throughout the key stages, children’s experience and understanding of art is enriched by finding out about famous artists, using this to explore and inspire technique and style and inform their work. Exploring our local environment will provide inspiration for their work. We aim to ensure that all children are given high quality experiences, developing cultural capital. 


Implementation 

Muskham Primary School has a progressive skills-based art curriculum, which allows children to express their creative imagination as well as providing them with opportunities to practise and develop mastery in the key processes of art: drawing, painting, printing, textiles and sculpture. This is supported through the study of key artists and the development of a knowledge of their work. A succession of lessons is taught and can involve studying existing pieces of art with a particular focus on the necessary skills, before completing a final piece. The children will then be given constructive feedback and next steps, with further opportunities to create the art piece, to improve their work and ensure that the skills are being developed. Evidence of their work is put up on display or collected within the art sketch book which follows the children through the school. Photographs of larger, group or 3D pieces are also kept within this book. 

Art and Design is delivered each half term through complete projects or as short projects focused upon skills-based development. An annual art assessment has been developed to allow teachers to share, moderate and assess children’s progress in a range of skills and to ensure progression is present throughout the school. Assessed work is kept in individual Assessment Portfolios. 



Impact 

By the time a child leaves Muskham Primary School, they will demonstrate good progress due to the delivery of a high quality, well balanced Art and Design curriculum. They will: 

· have the capacity to develop creatively by knowing more, remembering more and by being able to transfer this knowledge into their future work.
· be able to use visual language skilfully and convincingly to express emotions, interpret observations, convey insights and accentuate their individuality. 
· draw confidently and adventurously from observation, memory and imagination in 2D, 3D and digital media. 
· have a good knowledge and understanding of other artists, craft-makers and designers, reflecting on, analysing and critically evaluating their own work and that of others. 
· think and act like creative practitioners by using their knowledge and understanding to inform, inspire and interpret ideas, observations and feelings. 
· select and use materials, processes and techniques skilfully and inventively to realise intentions and capitalise on the unexpected. 
· transfer to KS3 effectively and successfully and be well prepared to continue and develop their art and design skills.

The impact of our curriculum is monitored and evaluated using the following means:
· by interviewing the pupils about their learning (pupil voice)
· via lesson observations
· a planning audit
· a personal body of work in a Sketchbook
· [bookmark: _GoBack]a personal assessment folder of work which is levelled against assessment criteria developed by teaching staff
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
