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Intent 
At Muskham Primary School, we believe music should be an enjoyable experience for all pupils and staff. We will encourage the children to sing and use their voices and to compose and create music individually or with others. Children will participate in a range of musical experiences and develop the confidence to perform, listen to, review and evaluate music across a range of historical periods, genres, styles and traditions - including the works of the great composers and musicians. As children develop their understanding of rhythm and pitch and learn how music is structured, they will learn technical vocabulary for these elements. Participation in music develops self-confidence, self-expression, listening, creativity, concentration, language and memory skills; it can also have a positive impact on wellbeing. We hope to inspire our children to continue their musical journey into secondary education and beyond. This will equip them with the skills to work creatively, both independently and collaboratively, in their future lives.

Implementation 

· The majority of class teaching will be delivered using the ‘Music Express’ programme of study; this utilises online lessons and planning that builds on existing skills and knowledge throughout year groups. 
· Lessons are taught in 1-hour lessons across 3 half terms per academic year.
· Assessments at the end of units of learning ensure that pupils are making progress. They will also enable staff to identify any gaps in learning and plan to address these. These assessments will also ensure the subject lead has a good overall view of the children’s current abilities.
· Through ‘Music Express’, class teachers are given suggestions to adapt activities to support children with special educational needs; this will ensure inclusion across the school community.  
· Staff model relevant, subject-specific language from our progressive vocabulary list.
· Throughout the year, KS2 children also have opportunities to practise and extend their singing skills in larger groups and ensembles. These sessions are led by the music lead and a specialist pianist.   
· Although Music is taught as a discrete subject, it is incorporated across the curriculum when possible: areas of class topic work, such as WW2, The Maya and The Romans, and PE lessons have incorporated different elements of the music curriculum. 
· Whole class, joint year group and Key Stage singing lessons allow the children opportunities to develop their singing skills, practise different musical elements and gain an understanding of how ensembles work. 
· Performances, such as Christmas plays and nativities, presentations of work and end of year shows, demonstrate and reinforce that music is an important part of life at Muskham Primary School. 
· The introduction of a half-termly composer or musician focus, teaches children about different musical genres and music from different eras. 
· Extra-curricular activities, such as the school choir, Rocksteady Music School band sessions and peripatetic music lessons, also provide children with further opportunities for singing and making music. Bursary places, where available, are used to support children.
· Our Pupil Premium children also have the opportunity to work with an external drumming tutor. 




Impact 

The impact of our music provision is evident by its high profile across the whole school. Staff deliver music lessons with confidence and children have access to a balanced, progressive curriculum which builds on their knowledge and skills. Children develop the skill of articulating their knowledge and understanding using appropriate vocabulary. The more children know and the more they remember enables them to transfer and embed key concepts.

 Performances and extra-curricular activities promote the subject in the wider community.

The introduction of the half-termly composer or musician focus has given children the opportunity to listen to and appreciate music styles from different eras, developing their understanding of the history of music.

 The impact of our music curriculum is monitored and evaluated using the following means:

· Feedback from teaching staff
